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J. D. AUGSBURGER DIES AT HOME LAST EVENING

Well Known Man, Brother of County Commissioner, Dies Near Geneva

   Jacob D. Augsburger, aged 66, prominent Wabash township man, died at his home one and one-half miles west of Geneva at 6:30 o'clock Wednesday evening.  Mr. Augsburger had been ailing for a long time, but his death came rather suddenly.  According to the attending physician, the cause of death was heart and kidney disease and complications.

   Mr. Augsburger had been ailing for two years, and was confined to bed most of the time the past several months.  His condition was critical several times, but he always rallied.  Wednesday evening his wife left him to go out and do a few chores.  He was feeling about as usual.  When she came back she found him sitting on a chair near the bed.  He talked to her when she came in and she did not notice anything wrong.  She again left the room for a minute and when she returned he had slumped over, but was still breathing.  He died almost immediately.

   Born in French township, Mr. Augsburger was a life-long resident of Adams county, and had lived west of Geneva for many years where he was a prominent farmer.   He was born February 15, 1871, a son of Christian and Barbara Liechty Augsburger.  He was married to Cora Schindler on Jan. 3, 1896.   She died Dec. 6, 1912, and on October 2, 1914, Mr. Augsburger was married to Katie Zehr.  She survives.  

   Three sons survive, all from the first marriage.  They are John, Cleveland, Ohio, and Milton and Tilman, both of Dayton, Ohio.

   The following brothers and sisters survive:  Mose of French township who is president of the county board of commissioners;  David and Amos, near Elida, Ohio;  Mrs. J. W. Hales and Rev. Daniel Augsburger, Dayton, Ohio;  John C. Augsburger, of west of Berne.

   Mr. Augsburger was a member of the West Missionary Church.  The funeral will be held Sunday afternoon at 1:30 o'clock at the home and at 2 o'clock at the West Missionary church, Rev. C. J. Gerig officiating.  Burial will be in the Defenseless Mennonite church cemetery.
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
