Motor machinist's mate 1/c, U. S. Navy, 291-68-04. Born 29 May

1919 at Willshire, Ohio, the son of Wiley B. and Marie Irene (Johnson)
Morrison. Came to Indiana 1922. Residence, Decatur. Enlisted and
entered service 31 Dec. 1940. Training: Pearl Harbor, Hawaii, for
submarine service. Assigned to USS "Plunger," USS "Pogy," and USS
"Kete." Missing 31 Mar. 1945 when the USS "Kete" failed to return
from an offensive war patrol in restricted and heavily patrolled enemy
waters in vicinity of Nansei Shoto. Death confirmed 1 Apr. 1946.

MYERS, ALVA ADRIAN
Private first class, Co. B, 310th Infantry, 78th Division, 35830994.

Born 16 Jan. 1924 at Geneva, Ind., the son of Adrian and Bessie B.
(Burkhart ) Myers. Employed Decatur Casting Company; residence,
R. R. 6, Decatur. Inducted and entered service 8 Apr. 1944. Training:
Camp Robinson, Ark, Camp Pickett, Va. Sent overseas Oct. 1944.
Killed in action 3 Mar. 1945 at Weilerswist, Germany. Buried tempo-
rarily in U. S. Military Cemetery, Henri-Chapelle, Belgium; later at
Willshire, Ohio.

Dec. 1942 and entered service 1 Aug. 1943. Training: Monmouth
College, 111, Corpus Christi, Tex. Died 2 Apr. 1945 of in jur ies received
in an airplane crash at Corpus Christi. Buried in St. John's Lutheran
Church Cemetery, Adams Co.

Married 30 June 1.940 to Joanna Daily of De-
catur. Employed Fort Wayne; residence, Decatur. Inducted 11 June
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1943 and entered service 25 June 1943. Training: Camp Wheeler, Ga.
Sent overseas May 1944. Killed in action 14 Mar. 1945 in Germany.
Buried in Fairview Cemetery, Bluffron.

14 Sep. 1942. Training: Scott Field, 111., Laredo, Tex, Casper, Wyo.
Sent overseas Sep. 1943. Was a gunner and radio operator on a bomber.
Killed 26 Nov. 1943 in a bombing mission over Germany (near Bremen).
Buried U. S. Military Cemetery, Neuville-en-Condroz, Belgium.

Private first class, Co. H, 15th Infantry, 3d Division, 35346402.
