Decatur - Noah Mangold, 85, prominent Decatur resident and former Adams county
auditor, died suddenly Tuesday morning at 10:45 at his home on First street.

Mr. and Mrs. Mangold had been in the basement fixing the fire in the furnace. When
they came back upstairs MR. Mangold went into the dining room and sat down. He was
found dead, sitting in the chair, only a few minutes later.

Coroner J. Jerome Yager attributed death to heart trouble. He had been ailing for the
past week.

Mr. Mangold was, until latter years, actively engaged in politics and was elected county
auditor in 1896 and served in that capacity until 1900. He had been engaged as a
salesman for the National Mill and Supply Company for about 16 years, retiring about
10 years ago.

He was born in Fairfield County, Ohio, April 22, 1853, the son of Abraham and
Katherine Sleighbaugh-Mangold. He came to this county when a lad of 10. On
December 2, 1880 he was married to Rachel Weldy who survives.

Surviving besides the widow, are one daughter, Mrs. Glennys Kern and one sister, Mrs.
Henry Krick both of Decatur. Two sons, a daughter, a brother and sister preceded him
in death.

Funeral services will be held Friday afternoon at 2:30 at the home, 222 South First Street
and burial will be in the Maplewood cemetery. Rev. Kenneth Timmons will officiate.

Death takes Emmanuel Liddy at Age of 85
Former Linn Grove Blacksmith, Brother of Joel Liddy, Succumbs



Emanuel Liddy, age 85, of Bluffton, for many years a resident of Linn Grove and
vicinity died at 9:10, Wednesday evening at the Wells county hospital in Bluffton. He
was admitted to the hospital on Tuesday. Death was caused by heart disease and
complications. He had ailed for one year and was suffering from a cold and other
complications for the past several days.

Mr. Liddy was born in French township, Adams County, Aug. 7, 1854, a son of John
and Amanda Kemp Liddy. He was married to Myra Shanks, at Linn Grove. Mr. Liddy
operated a threshing rig in this community for many years. Later he was employed in
the Dunbar buggy factory at Linn Grove for 17 years. The Dunbar Furniture factory of
Berne now employing a large number of men, had its start there and Mr. Liddy was one
of their first employees. Later he operated his own blacksmith shop at Linn Grove.
Twenty years ago he moved to Bluffton and was employed at the piano factory in that
city for several years.

Surviving are his wife, one son, John, of Linn Grove; one daughter Mrs. Ethel Risser of
Hartford City; one grandchild, and one brother, Joel Liddy, of Berne. Three sons, one
daughter, three brothers and two sisters are deceased. Mr. Liddy was an uncle of Mrs.
Leonard Baumgartner and has many other relatives in Berne and community.

Mr. Liddy was a member of the First Presbyterian church at Bluffton. The funeral will
be held at the church Friday afternoon at 2:00, the Rev. J.W. Lichau officiating. Burial
will be in the Six Mile cemetery.
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
