BERT S CICHOWICZ


Born 26 Mar 1912; died 27 Feb 1981, age 68 of 2921 W Sample.  Longtime West Side Republican politician and head of the city's Bureau of Weights & Measures, was found dead in his home. He had been ill since early this year. He headed the Bureau for more than 25 years. His name appears on hundreds of gasoline pumps, meat scales and other devices throughout the city, on seals certifying  the accuracy of measured quantities. He was known and respected as a watchdog of accuracy  on behalf of the public. For example, a few years ago, he took McDonald's restaurants to task 

for their advertisements ofr "Quarter Pounder" sandwiches.  Since then, the restuarant has arefully stipulated that the quarter pound weight is a precooked weight.  Mayor Roger Parents described him as "an exemplary city employee, and someone that I looked up to.  We all will miss him:.  Parent recalled that when he served on the city council, he and his fellow councilmen never questioned Cichoicz about  his budgets, since they were always well prepared and accurate.  In 1972, he was elected president of the IN Assoc. of  Inspectors of Weights & measures, presiding over their annual conference in 1973. 

He later served on the board of directors.  A recipient of the Achievement Forum's Civic achievement award.  Services at St Mary's Polish National Alliance Church.
