By order of Coroner Carl C. Reifeis, I performed an autopsy on the body of Stephen Lyczynski, at the St. Joseph Hospital, South Bend, Indiana on August 8th, 1928.

The body is that of an adult while male, fifty-three years of age, gray hair and gray eyes, five feet, four inches tall, weighing one hundred and fifty pounds.

External examination reveals the presence of a contused wound, over the left eye. Bruises about the face, Contusion of the right chest and an abrasion on the right leg.

Upon opening the chest the heart is found to be normal in every respect. The right lung was collapsed. The right pleural cavity being filled with blood. The left side of the chest was normal. The 4th to the 7th ribs were fractured in the anterior axillary line on the left. The 4th and 6th ribs were fractured at the axillary line, on the right.

Upon opening the abdomen it was found to be full of blood. All of the abdominal organs were found to be normal, except the liver, the upper lobe of which was found to be grossly ruptured, a point corresponding to the fracture of the right ribs.

In my opinion death was due to Internal Hemorrhages, from the ruptured liver, caused by the fractured ribs.

TWENTY-THIRD KILLED THIS YEAR BY CAR

STANLEY LYCZYNSKI VICTIM OF WOMAN DRIVER WHO MAY FACE CHARGES

AUTHORITIES MAKE INQUIRY

MRS. WILLIAM KRECZMER TELLS POLICE WHE WAS ONLY GOING ABOUT 10 ILES AN HOUR

Hurled from his bicycle when run down by a woman motorist early Wednesday evening Stanley Lyczynski, aged 53, married, of 1631 West Dunham Street, received injuries which terminated fatally two hours later at St. Joseph Hospital. His death is the 23rd this year attributable to traffic accidents on South Bend streets.

Mrs. William Kreczmer, age 44, of 1042 West Fisher Street, driver of the death car, may be charged with involuntary manslaughter, Dr. Alfred Ellison, deputy coroner, said this morning. He was to confer later in the day with Prosecutor Samuel P. Schwartz in regard to the case. The accident happened at Sample and McPherson Streets about 6 o’clock. The victim was pedaling west on Sample Street when Mrs. Kreczmer, who was traveling east, struck the bicycle as she was attempting to negotiate a left hand turn onto McPherson Street.

Motorist driving slowly.

According to the report made to police by Mrs. Kreczmer after the accident, she was traveling at a speed of but 10 miles an hour when her car struck the lighter vehicle. The condition of the pavement was dry, the weather was clear and it was daylight, according to her own report.

Mr. Lyczynski was rendered unconscious by the accident. He was taken in the city ambulance to St. Joseph hospital where it was first thought he was not seriously hurt. Before he died he regained consciousness and conversed with hospital attendants and relatives. The man himself did not think he was on the verge of death for he asked his kin to bring him certain comforts.

Hemorrhage Causes Death

After the victim’s death an autopsy was performed by Dr. Ellison and assistants. It was found that five right and two left ribs were fractured. He also suffered lacerations of the face and chest. The fractured ribs broke through and lacerated the liver, causing an abdominal hemorrhage which resulted in death. Asked if the victim could have received the fractures of the ribs by striking the pavement after being thrown from his bicycle, Dr. Ellison said that the assumption is that the victim was run over by the automobile.

"There can’t be any question of it," the deputy declared. "I shall take action at once. In my opinion this woman should be held."

Mr. Lyczynski was born in Poland on Oct. 1874 and came her 22 years ago from Poland. He is survived by his mother, Mrs. Anastasia Lyczynski, in Poland; h is wife, Julia; the following children: Mrs. Stella Bartkowiak, Mrs. Lottie Golupski, Sylvester, Mary, Bernice, Genevieve and Evelyn, all of this city; and the following brothers and sister: Mrs. Josephine Wyrenblewski, Joseph, Andrew and Frank Lyczynski, all of South Bend, and Jack Lyczynski, of France.

The body may be viewed in the residence, 1631 West Dunham Street, and the funeral service will be held at 1:30 o’clock Sunday afternoon in St. Casimir’s Roman Catholic Church. Rev. S. Gorka will officiate. Burial will be in St. Joseph’s cemetery.

Crashes claim 2 in Whitley, Kosciusko

Two men died in separate car crashes this week in counties west of Fort Wayne.

Thomas G. Romary, 61, of Columbia City, was killed about 6:30 p.m. Sunday when his 2003 Ford minivan struck the back of a grain truck on Indiana 9, north of Columbia City, Whitley County Sheriff’s Deputy Tony Helfrich said.

The wooden-sided truck was driving slowly north on Indiana 9, carrying its load to a farm when it was rear-ended by the minivan near County Road 500 North, he said. The truck had its lights on but did not have hazard lights flashing or a triangular, slow-moving vehicle sign, Helfrich said.

The grain truck driver, Dennis Conrad, 59, of Columbia City was taken by car to Parkview Whitley Hospital, he said. He was not seriously injured.

Helfrich did not know how fast either vehicle was traveling, whether alcohol was involved in the crash or why the minivan struck the grain truck. An autopsy is pending for Romary, he said.

The minivan was totaled. Romary was not wearing a seat belt, Helfrich said.

It was recently learned, on Oct. 25, that Joseph Rocky Marszal, son of the late Evelyn and Joseph J. Marszal who lived on Greenleaf Lane, South Bend, Ind., had passed away in San Francisco, Calif., at the age of 51. Cremation has taken place. The cause of death was non-Hodgkins lymphoma.

He was a graduate of Washington High School, and studied for two years at the University of Indiana, Bloomington.

He trained in various forms of body therapies, but was particularly skilled as a practitioner and teacher of what is called craniosacral therapy, an osteopathic skill that treats by way of the manipulation of the bones of the head, face and spine. Joseph's private practice was in San Francisco, and in the early 1990s he founded his own school, the Pacific Somatics Institute, and offered training and certification programs, all taught by himself in craniosacral therapy. His reputation spread locally, and in the early 90s he found himself traveling to Italy, Switzerland, Australia and New Zealand, teaching his craft yearly at schools in these countries as well as schools in California. He was able to at least keep some of this work up until the year 2000. He was known as an expert clinician, able to work with both physical injury and emotional trauma as it affected the body's tissues, and was really loved by patients and students everywhere.

I, Frank Hojara, 1536 W. Dunham Street, South Bend, Indiana under oath give the following testimony in the death of Stephen Lyczynski.. 

Mr. Lyczynski and myself were riding our bicycles home from work on Wednesday, August 8th, 1928 about 6:07 p.m. As we neared McPherson Street I saw an automobile coming east on the south side of Sample Street, traveling approximately 10 miles an hour. As I neared the west side of McPherson Street this car was cutting the corner and was coming toward me on the left side of McPherson and the car barely missed me. I jumped off my bicycle and heard a crash and looked back and saw Mr. Lyczynski falling off his bicycle. The automobile had struck him. He struck the pavement and the car drug him about five feet and the body swung around and the left front wheel ran over his chest. The car went about three or four feet and stopped on the east side of McPherson Street about one foot from the curb and the body lay under the car half way between the front and back wheels, so that his head and shoulders were just out from under the left running board. I ran over and a man came along and he pulled him out from under the car. We took him over to the west side of McPherson street and held him until the ambulance came. I do not know who called the ambulance. After it came I went on home.

I was riding in a Studebaker Touring Car with my son on Wednesday, August 8th, 1928 about 6:05 p.m. going west on Sample Street. When within about 200 feet of McPherson Street I leaned out of my car and saw an automobile hit a man on a bicycle and he fell off of the bicycle onto the pavement. After the automobile hit the man the automobile appeared to pick up speed just for an instant and just enough to hit him again. My car proceeded on and came to the scene of the accident. AT the time the car hit the man the car was on the left side of McPherson Street, so that the man was knocked North of the left side of McPherson Street. The man was dragged by the car North on McPherson Street and toward the right side of the street, about a distance of 15 to 18 feet. I was driving a Studebaker Sedan east on Sample Street, Wednesday, August 8th, 1928 about 6:07 p.m. traveling approximately five miles an hour. My brother was in the front seat with me and my two children and two of a neighbor's children were riding in the back seat. When I was within about 75 feet of the Railroad tracks on Sample Street I saw two men on bicycles coming from the east going west, one of the men riding about 15 feet ahead of the other. An automobile was ahead of the men and this car passed me on Sample Street. As I passed over the street car track on Sample Street the first bicycle passed about 7 or 8 feet in front of me. I went ahead, turning into McPherson Street when the man on the second bicycle who was about two feet from my car looked up and saw my car coming and turned to the right into McPherson Street and then back to the left again so that his bicycle and the front of my automobile collided. My car was on the right side of McPherson Street when it hit the bicycle. My car went about 3 or 4 feet after it hit him. The front of my car was about 11 feet north of the north curb of Sample Street when it stopped. When my car came to a stop the man's body was under the car with his head toward the back wheels. I got out of my car and sent my boy after the ambulance and my brother helped pick the man from under the car. The ambulance came and took the man to the hospital and I went to the Police Station and reported the accident. It was daylight and was clear at the time of the accident. I did not stop my car at the turn into McPherson Street because I thought I had the right of way and that the man on the bicycle should stop and allow me to pass.

By order of Coroner Carl C. Reifeis, I performed an autopsy on the body of Stephen Lyczynski, at the St. Joseph Hospital, South Bend, Indiana on August 8th, 1928.

The body is that of an adult while male, fifty-three years of age, gray hair and gray eyes, five feet, four inches tall, weighing one hundred and fifty pounds.

External examination reveals the presence of a contused wound, over the left eye. Bruises about the face, Contusion of the right chest and an abrasion on the right leg.

Upon opening the chest the heart is found to be normal in every respect. The right lung was collapsed. The right pleural cavity being filled with blood. The left side of the chest was normal. The 4th to the 7th ribs were fractured in the anterior axillary line on the left. The 4th and 6th ribs were fractured at the axillary line, on the right.

Upon opening the abdomen it was found to be full of blood. All of the abdominal organs were found to be normal, except the liver, the upper lobe of which was found to be grossly ruptured, a point corresponding to the fracture of the right ribs.

In my opinion death was due to Internal Hemorrhages, from the ruptured liver, caused by the fractured ribs.

TWENTY-THIRD KILLED THIS YEAR BY CAR

STANLEY LYCZYNSKI VICTIM OF WOMAN DRIVER WHO MAY FACE CHARGES

AUTHORITIES MAKE INQUIRY

MRS. WILLIAM KRECZMER TELLS POLICE WHE WAS ONLY GOING ABOUT 10 ILES AN HOUR

Hurled from his bicycle when run down by a woman motorist early Wednesday evening Stanley Lyczynski, aged 53, married, of 1631 West Dunham Street, received injuries which terminated fatally two hours later at St. Joseph Hospital. His death is the 23rd this year attributable to traffic accidents on South Bend streets.

Mrs. William Kreczmer, age 44, of 1042 West Fisher Street, driver of the death car, may be charged with involuntary manslaughter, Dr. Alfred Ellison, deputy coroner, said this morning. He was to confer later in the day with Prosecutor Samuel P. Schwartz in regard to the case. The accident happened at Sample and McPherson Streets about 6 o’clock. The victim was pedaling west on Sample Street when Mrs. Kreczmer, who was traveling east, struck the bicycle as she was attempting to negotiate a left hand turn onto McPherson Street.

Motorist driving slowly.

According to the report made to police by Mrs. Kreczmer after the accident, she was traveling at a speed of but 10 miles an hour when her car struck the lighter vehicle. The condition of the pavement was dry, the weather was clear and it was daylight, according to her own report.

Mr. Lyczynski was rendered unconscious by the accident. He was taken in the city ambulance to St. Joseph hospital where it was first thought he was not seriously hurt. Before he died he regained consciousness and conversed with hospital attendants and relatives. The man himself did not think he was on the verge of death for he asked his kin to bring him certain comforts.

Hemorrhage Causes Death

After the victim’s death an autopsy was performed by Dr. Ellison and assistants. It was found that five right and two left ribs were fractured. He also suffered lacerations of the face and chest. The fractured ribs broke through and lacerated the liver, causing an abdominal hemorrhage which resulted in death. Asked if the victim could have received the fractures of the ribs by striking the pavement after being thrown from his bicycle, Dr. Ellison said that the assumption is that the victim was run over by the automobile.

"There can’t be any question of it," the deputy declared. "I shall take action at once. In my opinion this woman should be held."

Mr. Lyczynski was born in Poland on Oct. 1874 and came her 22 years ago from Poland. He is survived by his mother, Mrs. Anastasia Lyczynski, in Poland; h is wife, Julia; the following children: Mrs. Stella Bartkowiak, Mrs. Lottie Golupski, Sylvester, Mary, Bernice, Genevieve and Evelyn, all of this city; and the following brothers and sister: Mrs. Josephine Wyrenblewski, Joseph, Andrew and Frank Lyczynski, all of South Bend, and Jack Lyczynski, of France.

The body may be viewed in the residence, 1631 West Dunham Street, and the funeral service will be held at 1:30 o’clock Sunday afternoon in St. Casimir’s Roman Catholic Church. Rev. S. Gorka will officiate. Burial will be in St. Joseph’s cemetery.

The three were in a vehicle driven by Reust when it collided with a vehicle driven by Jennifer Bolinger, 23, Huntington. Bolinger was treated and released.

Crashes claim 2 in Whitley, Kosciusko

Two men died in separate car crashes this week in counties west of Fort Wayne.

Thomas G. Romary, 61, of Columbia City, was killed about 6:30 p.m. Sunday when his 2003 Ford minivan struck the back of a grain truck on Indiana 9, north of Columbia City, Whitley County Sheriff’s Deputy Tony Helfrich said.

The wooden-sided truck was driving slowly north on Indiana 9, carrying its load to a farm when it was rear-ended by the minivan near County Road 500 North, he said. The truck had its lights on but did not have hazard lights flashing or a triangular, slow-moving vehicle sign, Helfrich said.

The grain truck driver, Dennis Conrad, 59, of Columbia City was taken by car to Parkview Whitley Hospital, he said. He was not seriously injured.

Helfrich did not know how fast either vehicle was traveling, whether alcohol was involved in the crash or why the minivan struck the grain truck. An autopsy is pending for Romary, he said.

The minivan was totaled. Romary was not wearing a seat belt, Helfrich said.
